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The meeting was called to order by chair Judge Dumm.

The committee reviewed and discussed projects in old business.

1. Marijuana penalty review and data collection (draft publication).

Brian Martin reported that this report, with the additional information, is
waiting for approval from ODRC to be released.

2. Review offenses mandating limited or no driving privileges.

Marta discussed SB 204 and the new companion bill HB 307.

The senate bill received a lot of press
(http://www.cantonrep.com/article/20150915/0OPINION/150919603) and
has been sent back to the Legislative Service Commission for a new draft.
Marta will track both bills and keep the committee informed on the
progress.
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3. Review of states that have both the Death Penalty and Life Without the Possibility of

Parole.

Erin discussed the draft of this project and will add the data for the
federal system.
Final version will be sent to Sara.

4. What criminal laws in Ohio are there because of federal mandates.

Erin discussed difficulties with this research since it is not something that
is easy to track. Marta, Erin and the Legislative Service Commission
looked into this project and could not find a comprehensive way to locate
this information.

This request is being worked on by the Criminal Code Recodification
group and we will monitor the progress.

5. Data Repository Primer: identification of data sources, what information collected, how
it is reported and if and how the data it is accessible.

Erin discussed the beginnings of research on these database and how the
material will be organized.

Draft will be presented of some database materials for the next meeting
so committee can see how this will be setup and other members can
contribute.

6. Consider revision to ORC 2950.04 and 2950.99 Failure to Register due to inequities that
can result with the “strict liability” standard applied and include review of all residency

requirements.

Sara discussed subcommittee working on this issue including members
from the judiciary and the Buckeye State Sheriffs.

The subcommittee will be working on issues such as clarifying the
differences between Megan’s Law and the Adam Walsh Act; clarifying the
definition of registrants; limits to report; residency requirements; etc.
The subcommittee is headed by Jill Andrews-Beeler and will work with the
Criminal Sentencing Commission and the Criminal Code Recodification
committee.

The committee discussed new business.

1. Research Division

e Judge Dumm discussed with the committee a division of research to help

produce information from the committee faster.
